A lecture was given by Hinokuma Taeko, a nurse who was dispatched
to the Iragi War Wound Surgery Field Training and Palestinian Red
Crescent Medical Assistance Project as part of the International Relief
and Development Cooperation Programme run by the Japanese Red
Cross Society.

In her presentation, she discussed the challenges of providing medical
care with limited resources and the complexities of skill transfer in the face
of cultural and systemic differences. Despite these difficulties, she shared
how her genuine dedication and commitment motivated local medical staff
and contributed to improved care. She also reflected on her experiences in
career development from an international perspective.

The lecture offered aspiring nursing students a valuable opportunity to gain
insights into the importance of humanitarian work while emphasizing the need for
clear goals and continuous effort in building their own careers.
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
